Is a Language Other Than English (LOTE) a graduation requirement?
e Contrary to what some might think, a LOTE is not required to graduate from Oak Rldge
High School. Students graduate from ORHS each year who have never taken French,
Italian, Japanese, or Spanish courses.
e And yet, two years of the same LOTE are required by most universities to be eligible to
apply for university admissions. The UC/CSU systems, for example, require two years of
the same LOTE as a minimum eligibility requirement.

Which level of English should my incoming ninth grader take?

e Oak Ridge High School has two English classes for incoming freshmen: English 1 and
Advanced English 1. Both classes are college preparatory. Both classes are accepted by
UC/CSU for college admission.

e Middle School English teachers collaborate and articulate with High School English
teachers about high school course expectations and basic skills needed to be successful
in each level of the ORHS ninth grade English courses. Middle School teachers make
recommendations about the best fit English class based on current mastery of skills and
anticipated skills needed.

If my student takes English | as a freshman, is Advanced English 2 available to my
student during sophomore year?
e Yes. A student may take English 1 in freshman year and Advanced English 2 in
sophomore year.

This class is paired with the other
semester-long graduation requirement: Health.

It meets the EDUHSD
graduation requirement. This class is the first class in the Computer Science Pathway.
Students who request this class will take Health at some point during high school to
meet the graduation requirement.

required for graduation, course misplacement, or a level change.
m  We are not able to accept requests for specific instructors.
